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Call for Nominations

North Country Council is currently accepting nominations for the Dwight K. Taylor and Oliver “Red” Underhill awards, which will be presented at the NCC Annual Meeting on October 28, 2010.
Dwight Taylor was a founding father of NCC and served as treasurer of the organization for over ten years.  The range of his participation in North Country affairs extended from maintaining the clock on Dow Academy in Franconia to his own town planning board and community to the North Country Council and its activities and also to statewide issues.  His commitment to the region began in his teenage years as one of the first Lost River Guides and remained active in their alumni association in later years.  The Dwight K. Taylor award is given to a person, organization or community that demonstrates the following attributes: a willingness to undertake any task regardless of how large or small, a personal commitment to balance economic development, technology, conservation of resources, working with the human community and commitment to organizations.  Previous recipients include: Bob Berti of Rumney, Mary Sloat of Northumberland, Paul McGolderick of Littleton, Phil Robertson of Sugar Hill, Ann and Frank Wolfe of Albany, the Town of Haverhill, David Morin of Berlin,  the Town of Shelburne, Benoit Lamontagne of Colebrook, Roger Robar of Lisbon, Andre Caron of Berlin and Edwin Betz of Whitefield.
Red Underhill was another of the Council’s founding fathers and a volunteer leader of a number of important NCC efforts.  In 1979 he edited and coordinated the North Country Wood Resources Report, a document which provided valuable insight into the economic potential of the region’s forest resources through the 1980’s.  He was also very active on the Bethlehem Planning and School Boards, as well as contributing time and energy to SCORE, CLL and the Society for the Protection of NH Forests. The Oliver “Red” Underhill Award for Economic Development is given to a person, organization or community that demonstrates the following attributes: commitment to a balance of sustained use and conservation of resources; community based economic development; individual civic leadership and a commitment to planning.  Previous recipients include: WAUSAU Papers, NE Electric Wire, Bill Bromage (posthumously), Littleton Main Street, Inc., Jac Cuddy (MWVEC), Rita Potter, and James Tibbetts (The First Colebrook Bank).
